13. Upon motion dul:r made and carried, a resolution was uminimously
adopted approving the issuance of an easement to the Standard 0il
Company of California, for the construction and maintenance of a
48 Inch salt water intake line, upon the tidelands adjacent to El
Segundo Refinery, the considerations, terms and requirements under
the statute to be determined by the Bxzecutive Officer, pursuant to
the statute.

14 . Upon motion duly made and carried, a resolution was unanimously
adopted approving the amending of the description in easement here-
tofore granted to the Natural Gas Corporation of California for the
installation and maintenance of a pipe line over a portion of the
navigable channel known as "Three Mile Slough'" between Sherman and
Twitchell Islands, Sac¢ramento County.
