4. {Posgible Trespass of Elwood Upland Wells on State Lands) Upon
motion duly made and wnanimously carrisd, a resolution was adopted
instructing the Executive Officer to advise all Elwood operators
concerned that a hearing on the matter of pessible trespass of El-
wood Upland wells on State Land will be held in the Los Angeles office
of the Commission at 10 a.m. on June 5, 194k, The Executive Officer
was instructed to advise the interssted parties to present their
positions in the matter orally and to fils with the Commission a
written brief thereof. The Executive Officer was further instructed
to secure from the Attorney General, an informal and general opinion
regarding the rights of the State in this matter: and a specific

epinion as to the possibility of owners or operators of upland
preperty recovering from the State royalty heretofore paid te the
State by State Tideland Lessees for oil produced from wells whose
surface location is upon State land, but which might be bohtomed on
the uplands.
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
