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17. (Occupancy of Tide and Submerged Lands for Roccnstruction and Extension of 
Municipal Pier - City of Oceanside - W. O. No. b7) The Commission was informed 
that an application had been received from the City of Oceanside for permission 
to reconstruct and extend the municipal recreational pier in the Pacific Ocean 
fronting on littoral City-owned property. 

Upon motion duly made and unanimously carried, a resolution was adopted author-. 
izing the ;,cting Executive Officer to execute and issue a fifteen year lease 
to the City of Oceanside for the construction, maintenance and operation of the 
municipal recreational pier, with no rental to be paid to the State for the tide 
and submerged lands occupied, but subject to the condition that the City of 
Oceanside pay the expenses ofthe.Commission incident te the inspection of the 
installation in an amount not to exceed $500.00. 

There being no further business to come before the Commission„ the meeting 
was adjourned. 
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
