from July 1, 1947. The areas leased under av 2 R.%. 5C are in isclated
parcels which would make individusl dredgirg apsratr.ons ther<on of doubbtful
gconomic value. Since the termination of vhe Natiosal gold mining moratorium
on July 1, 1547, no dredging coniractor has been abie to resume operations in
the subject area, but it is anticipaved that svch operations can be resumed
early next year.

Bpen motlon duly made and unanimously carried, a resolution was adopted author-
izing the Executive Officer to grant to Mr, Tular E. VWarner permission to
suspend opsrations under State Mineral Lease Ho. P.R.C. 50 for a period not to
extend beyond Karch 1, 1948,

9. (Application for Lease of Tide and Submerged Lands - San Francisco Bay -
William J, Manuel - W,0: No. 208) The Commission was informed of the appli-
cation received from ¥r. William J. Manuel, owner of Tideland Lot No. 890 in
the City and County of San Francisco, for a lease of 0.2 acres of San iateo
Canal in 3an Francisco Bay. On the basis of the market value and in accord-
ance with the established policy of the Commission for the rental of tide and
submerged lands for commercéial and industrial purposes, the computed average
annual rental for a fifteen year perioed would be leass than the $506.00 pre-
seribed minimum.

Ypon moticn duly made and unanimously carried, a resclution was adopted author-
izing the executior and issuance of a lease for 0.2 acres of tide and submerged
land of the area of San Hateo (anal, San Francisco Bay, to Villiam J, Msnuel

for the construction and maintenancy of a wharf for a seaplane bsse. The
issvance of the lease is to be subject to the payment by the lessee of the

first and last years® rental in advanee and the filing of a surety bond in

the amount of §1,000.00 to guarantee performsnce, except the payment of rental,
and the removal of structures at the termination of the lease. The lessee is

to have the option of renewal of the lease for an additional period of ten years.

10, (Grangers Varchouse - near Crockets, California - WeO. No. 18) The
Commi.esion way advised of the result of discussions held with the Bank of America.
owner of ten percent of Grangers Warghouse, built on tidelands near Rckley
Station, Contra Costa County, regarding the best procedure for disposition of

the structure., It was pointed out that the State is spending approximately
33,000,00 per year for a watchman and preventative measures against fire and
trespass and to take care of the navigation warning lights which are necessary
on this structure, because of inability to lease due to the fact that prospective
lessees 4o not feel disposed to make expenditurss to place the building and the
aceess railroad trestle in good condition for use. Costs to place this building
and facilities in good condition have been sstimated at %100, 000.00,
