any record conveyance from the State for any interest in the street areas, The
Tideland Commissionerst! deeds for the blocks carry only to the edges of the
streets, However, many of these strest areas were the subject of various ordi-
nances enacted by the San Francisco Board of Supervisors more than ten yeers

ago, abvandoning the public easement for street purposes. Certain of the sireets
so abandoned have been reclaimed from San Francisco Bay, fenced in and used by

the Spreckels Company for longer than ten years, and their present action is based

The Attormey Generalts office pointed out to the Commission that in addition to
