The Commission was also informed that Zcction 6873 provides that wells shall be
built "only upon filled lands or shall be slant drilled from en upland or littoral
drill site to enter into the subsurfecc of the tide and submerged lands coverad
by the lease"s It has been suggested that the Code bo modified so as to permit
the drilling of oil wells from structurss to bez built a distance of a minimum

of one mile from shore without the necsssity of such structures being placed on
filled lands.

Upon motion duly made and wnanimously carried, a resolution wes adopted authorizing
the initiation of legislation permitting the drilling of o0il wells from structures
to be built a distance of 2 minimum of ons mile from shore without the necessity

of such structures being placed on fillad lands,

s mey enter into an agreement with any psrson, associetion of persons, corporation,

N city, or county, or any of them claizing the 0il snd gas in land adverszly to the
State of California," It hes been suggssted that in connection with the tideland
litigetion and Congressionzl Enactments it msy be nccessary for the State teo enter
into some agrscmont with the United Statss in ordsr to clear up the tidsland problem
with the United Stotes. In order that the Commission can effectuate sueh cgree-

S ment with the United States it is suggested that the words "United States” be

O amended into the above guotsd section. .

oo Finally, the Commission was informed that Section 6834 of the Public Resources

P Code provides that a Motice shall contzin "a description of the land.” In the
enrly days of offering leuds for leasz for bid it so hrpponed that the ares
offered sxtended only one mile from shore, Subsequently, leases after improvement
in the art of direction end drilling have been issucd cxtending three miles from
shoree At thz present tims in case of certain places where full dsvelopment has
been mads to ths seaward boundaries of the one mile lease, sctuzl drainage is now
taking place and because of the upland drill site situertion, it will probably not
be possible for the State to receive bids for areas seaward of oxisting lesses.
With this in mind, it hns been suggestsd that amendments to the Code be proposed
giving authority to the Commission for seaward extensions of axisting loasss
without the necessity of putting ths =rea out for bid and whore swch extension is
in the interzst of the Statec.
