Staff appraisal of the area indicates that under the Commissiont's poliéy of cix
percent of the appraised valve, the amnual rental will be less than the minimum of
$50.00 per year.

Rental is ©o be ths.mini-
mur of $50.00 per year, with the applicant paying the first and last years! rental
at the time of issuance of the lease. lLessse is to file a bond in the amount of
£2,000,00 to guarantee removal of the facilities at the expiration of the term of
the lease,.

adoitional period of forty-nine years, subject to prioy approval by the State Depart-
