The Sonoma County assessment records show that adjoining lands are assessed.-at 
from $2.50 to $3,50 per acre, under classification of brush and open land, with 
the brush having the lower assessed valuation. An appraisal by the Commission's 
staff indicates that the offer as Made is adequate,. 

The land is situated omthe south slope of Squaw Creek where the topography is 
eodeeate to steep. The elevation of the land varies from 1900 to 2700 feet. The 
vegetation consists of a dense growth of chemise with occasional stands of manmanita. 
The area is deeply trenched, contains steep slopes, with rockysoiland, therefore, 
has no value for agriculture purposes. There are 3 small springs located on the 
Si of'NE2 of Section 3 which fiaw approximately a gallon per miuxte. The land 
entirely surrounded by deeded lands and is accessible only through locked gates. 
There is no indication of minerals and-the principal value of the land is. for 
hunting purposes.
