Negotiatlons weve unsuccesgful with the result that the Executive Officer

wag requested to continue to withhold filing until a letter could be received
from the Dapartment of Agriculture withdrawing its appllcatlon for assent by
‘the State to the acquisition, Such letter of withdrawal was received by
