.-sions have been held between members of the State lands Commission and members 
of the State Harbor Commission for the port of San Francisco as well as between 
the respective Commissignst staff with a thought of eliminating conflitting 
jurisdictional problems -on streets and lands, bath filled and unfilled, 
adjacent to an Francisco Harbor. Many years ago, this area waa laid out by 
the Beer d ed" Tideland Commissioners into blocks and streets with an embarcadero 
ae ll : basins for commeree in a long range program. Ill this program it 
leas the apparent intention to reserve to the people the right of access to 
San Francisco Ray, even though lots and blocks were filled in to a depth ed 
24 feet of water. 

The areas involved are primarily streets and portion of streets some of which 
have been accepted by the City of San Francisco and have been opened and 
maintained%  Others in the tidelands are under water or have been reclaimed
