7. (SUBMARINE MOPHYSICAL EXPLCRATION, SANTA BARBARA COUNT!, HUMBLE OIL AND 
REFINDO COMPANY V.O. 1327.) The Bumble Oil and Refining Company has made 
application for a.uthorisation of the conduct of submarine geophysical explora-
tion work on those tide and submerged lands under the jurisdictioe of the State 
Lands Commission lying westerly of the eezterly 1 irits of the City of Santa 
Barbara, as extended, easterly of the westerly limits of the City of Santa 
Barbara, as, extended, and, southerly of an east-west line drawn two miles off-
shore from the old Santa Barbara lighthouse, during the period December 1,, 
1952, to March 1, 1953,, inclusive. Seismic shots would be limited to the 
samerged land areas more than six miles from shore and to three lines of 
shots two, four and six miles from shore, and to two north-south line extend-
ing two to six miles from shore, respectively. In addition, the seismograph 
work would be completed in rot more than 20 working days at sore time during 
the permit period. Deferment of consideration of this application was 
requested by Humble Oil and Refining Company at the December 5, 1952, meting, 
but the Commission's consideration is now desired. 

The Department of Fish and Gariebas granted a concurrent permit for the use of 
explosives in connection with the proposed operations. The .Board of Super-
vLsors of the County of Santa Barbara, the District Attorney of the County of 
Santa Barbara, and the Mayor of the City of Santa Barbara have been informed 
that this application is to be considered. The District Attorney of Santa 
Barbara County has reported that while the minty is withdrawing opposition 
to the granting of the subject permit, such withdrawal is based on the assump-
tion that either the Legislature or the State Lands Commission will impose 
restrictions on aey future offshore drilling that would be satisfactory to 
the County. The City of Santa Barbara has filed a letter protest against the 
perrett application of the Humble Oil and Refining Convexly, and the Mayor of 
Santa Barbara has been authorized to appear and reiterate the protest of the 
City Council. In addition., numerous letters of objection have been submitted 
by ileliariduals in connection with the subject application, the majority  of 
which object to offshore drilling only, and do not object to geophysical 
exploration operations. 

Mayor Norris Montgomery of the City of Santa Barbara, and Editor Frank A. 
Clarvoe of the Santa Barbara News-Press appeared before the Commission to 
protest issuance of a geophysical exploration permit. 

District Attorney Vern B. Thoma.s of Santa Barbara County appeared before the 
()omission to present a tile -of letters in proteet against oil, drilling. He 
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stated that the County of Santa Barbara had withdrawn its objection to the 
geophysical explorations requested. 

Messrs. J. F. Goux, Curtis Johnson, and H. C. Bends appeared before the 
Commission to give their reasons as to why a geophysical exploration permit 
should be issued. 

Mr. Curtis Johnson was asked if the Humble Oil and 	Comany 1,rould go 
ahead with rexploration operations (if a permit was granted even though they 
might not liter be able to drill. He said "Us", and explained why. He was 
then request.ed to write a latter to the Condssion to that effect.
