An application has been re—
eeived from Honolulu Oil Corporation, lessee under State Oil and Gas Lease 
Renewal and ExtensiOn P.R.G. )429, Rincon Oil Field, for modification of the 
term of the lease. Oil and Gas Lease Extension and Renewal P.R.G. 1429 was 
issued April 21, 1951, for a term of ten years, pursuant to the Public 
Resources Code, with the option of further extension upon such terms and con-
ditions and for such period 'of time es and if the Legislature might provide. 
The original Lease No. 56, whicl: preceded Oil and Gas Lease Extension and 
Renewal P.R.C. 1429, Was issued pursuant to Chapter 303, Statutes of 1921, which 
provided for an initial lease term of 20 years and an additional extension 
period of 10 years. Section 682 7 of the Public Resources Code now provides 
that oil and gas leases may be issued for a term of 20 years end for so long 
thereafter as gas or oil is produced in paying quantities  from the leased lands. 
This section also provides that if the term of the lease is for 20 years, it 
may, at any time prior to its expiration be extended upon such terms and condi-
tions and for such period of time as the Commission deems for the best interests 
of the Stasi or as the Legislature may provide.
