The only State!s claim to the area stems from the U, S,
survey that the area involved was the bed of the river and therefore soverelgn
lands of the State, On the other hand, an early map, 1885, of the Colusa
County Surveyor, made pursuant to instructions of the Siate Surveyor General,
ghows the arez t> be upland and not the bed of the river, No showing can be
made by the State that the ares was in fact swamp and overflow lands and there-
fore State land under the Arkansas Act of Congress. 4s a matter of fact, the
river in this particulay area is at a higher elevation than the area a mile or
so from it.

It is therefore the conclusion of the Steff snd the office of the Attorney
General that the land involved in the cases belongesd to the United States and
that the Attorney Gensral should file a disclaimer on behelf of the Stats in
both cases.
