S 	5607.) An offer has been received from Mervin J, 'Fulton and Leota

?LUC, containing 6140 acres in San Bernardino County. The applicants made 
an offer of 4,280, or $2 per acre. 

The Assessor of San Bernardino County has assessed land in the immediate 
vicinity at approximately $1.25 per acre, thus indicating the appraised 
value of nearby land to be $2.50 per acre. An inspection and appraisal 
by a member of the Coemissicate Staff on May 26, 1953, sets the minimum 
value at $3 per acre. 

The land is salute, rocky, flat in part, rolling in part, devoid of vegeta.. 
tion, contains :no springs and lies at an elevation of approximately 3000 
feet. The soil is of third qaslity, supporting sagebrush and sparse deeert 
grereth, and is poor toeing land. It lies approxiitately 27 miles north of 
Barstow and is one tile west of a graded .graeel road; access is possible 
across- the larger dry Jake in dry-weather.: 

Before the land was advertised for sale, the applicants were advised that 
the minimum appraised value VW *3 per acre. They posted the necessary 
amulet to meet that value.

The standard permit form. in effect currently permits the use of "open" shots 
of a maxima !site of 90 pounds of black powder not closer than 1.0 nautical 
mile to shore, The applicant has requested permission to extend exploration 
line$ sing 941-pound Itopen" shots at locations not closer to shore than 0.25 
',statute mile and no closer than one-quarter mile few any structure of any 
significance. The general area where such shots would be placed would be 
from the westerly limits of the City of` Santa Barbara to Point Conceptions  
Santa Barbara County.
