23. (APPLICATION Fan PE KT TO FILL TIDE AND SUBWERGX0 LANDS, RICHARDSON BAY, 
MARIN :10UNZY, GEM GE KAPPAS W.O. 1390, P.R.C. 856.9.) On September 20, 1952, 
the Commission authorized the issuance to George Leo Zero of a permit to dredge 
Rosedale Canal in Richardson Bay, northwe3ter1,y of Sausalito, and to fill 
certain privately-owned. tideland lots. Permit was issued but work leas not been 
started. Mr. George Kappas has now applied for a permit to fill additional 
tidelatO. lots and to dredge a portion of a tideland lot which he owns. Ths pro-
posed fill in eludes the intervening streets and a portion of Rosedale Oval to 
provide future vehicular access to a considerable area of tidelands sold by the 
Board of Tide Land avomissioners; Construction of a limited access freeway be-
tween Sausalito and U. S. Highway 101 malces such access dependent on the proposed 
fill. Mr. Kappas, by agreement with Kr. Zero, will came out a portion of the 
dredging which Mr. Zero has been permitted to do. Filing fee and expense *mit 
have been paid.

The Executive Officer is autherimed to issue to Mr. George Kappas 
a permit to dredge a portion of Tide Land Lot 279, which Mr. Kappas 
owiesa  and to fill several tide  s  lots, also owned by hia„ tee-
-gether with the intervening enxierwater streets and Madrcea Street 
and Petaluma Averme, bboth of which border on Rosedale Canal, ade-
quate storm drain to be constructed under the filled portion of 
Rosedale Canal and Petaluma Avenue, all fill to be to an elevation 
of plus 8.0 feet, the cormidectation being the public benefit.

On June 9, 1953, by executive action, Lease 14o. P.R.C. 811.1, covering tide and 
submerged lands in the Sacramento Richer, Sacramento County., for maintenance and 
use of floa-eteig boat facilities, was authorized to be issued to G. I ethletrom 
end L. S. lierivether, Trustees of 'the Sacramento Club, the as 	rental from 
January 233  1953, to April 25, 1956, to be .CO, with a $1000 performance bond 
being required. The eacramento Club siebeequently offered to pay the rental for 
the full term of the lease (OD in advance, and requested waiver of the bond 
requirement because of the fact that all facilities are floating, thus miniedz-
ing the removal upon terminatellon or expiration of the lease, and since the 
requirement of sueh a bond would create an undue financial hardship. Since 
negotiations have taken such a long period of time, the Staff believes that 
under the existing circumetanoes a waiver of the bond would be in order.
