nery high water mark, extending from the ordinary high water merk to two miles
seaward. As reported previously, the tide and submerged land area under con-
sideration for lsase offer adjoins the Huntington Beach State Beach Park.
Parsusnt to the provisions of Division 6, Public Resources Code, the subsur-
face of this beach park may be leased by the State Lands Commission for the
development of oil and gas. It is considered desirable that such subsurface
area should be inciunded in any lesase offer of the adjoining tide and sub-
perged lands, thersby accomplishing proper development and control and elimi-
nating any future problems as to such development from an isolated area. The
