
9. (OIL LEASE APPLICATIONS UNDER SECTION 6871.3 OF THE PUBLIC RESOURCES CODE, 
LONG BEACH AT ORANGE COUNTY BOUNDARY, LOS ANGELES AND ORANGE CCUNTIES - W. O.

Mr. Rountree gave a brief report on the Long Beach situation, with respect to 
the 2,200-foot strip of land. discussed at the meeting of October 10, 1955, in 
connection with which the office of the Attorney General had been asked to 
review its Opinion No. 46/215 of January 3, 1947, to determine if a current 
opinion would be the same in the light of later litigation and legislation. 
Be stated that after a careful review of the opinion, he did not at this time 
expressly reaffirm or reject the views expressed therein, and that it appears 
that -the only safe course to follow is to obtain a judicial deterruiration as  
to whether the State is the legal owner a the land in iquestion, and -whether 
or not it may grant leases. He reserved. his opinion as to whether the boundary 
problem should also be settled at this time, or whether there old first be a 
determination- by the State lands Ccessission, stating that if judicial determina-
tion la requested by the Comrsitsion, the office of the Attorney General mho:I...ay 
would seek an action in _quiet title or en -action in declaratory relief under the 
appropriate sections of the Code of Civil Procedure.
