"Paragmph (8) of S¢ .jon 2303 of the Rules and Regulations of the
State Lands Commisszon provides that sales of occupied lands ahall
be accomplished by negotiation by the State Lands Division, In
accordance therewith, the sale price of the subject 2.15-acre
parcel has been negotiated, subject to Commissicn approval, at
$232.55+ per acre. The total of such negotiated price of $500 has
now been paid by the applicants.®

The Chairman introduced Assemblymen Allen Milier and Jesse M. Unruh, stating
that they were present as mambers of & comnittee on tideland oil snd gas

development, pointing ocut thal this was a hig-ly controversial subject, Later
Assemblymen bBruce F. Allen and Joseph C. Shell joined the group.

Assemblxmn Miller spoke briefly, referring to the public hearings which had
been held in Los Angeles on May 3 and L, 1956 by the Subcommittee of the
Assembly Committee on Conservation, Flanning and Public Works, .of which he is
Chairman, stating that members of the staff of the State Lends Commission had
testified and given veluadle information. As a result of those hearings and
because of the urgency of the matter, his committee had prepared znd he de-
Yivered a letter to the Commission pointing out some of the committee's £ind-
ings., He indicated that these findings were necassarily of a preliminary
naturs, because of the short time the committee had had in which to prepare
them, and were subject to being supplemented at 2 later date. The findings and
recommendations in this letter, which was dated May 17, 1956, were r=ad, as
follows:
