The following report
was presented to the Commission:

"t a conference between repreaentatives of the Attormey General's
office, of the Audits Division of the Department of Finance, and
of the State Lands Division, it was learned that a claim is sbout
to be presented by the City of Long Beach for expenditures mede

for subgidence remedizl projects for the period of April 1 to

July 5, 1956. This cleim has already had the benefit of a prelimi-
nary audit by the Audits Division of the Department of Finance
under arrangements made through an interasgeancy sgreement between
the State Lands Division and that Division.

“The Commission will recall ihat the Attorney Ceweral has rendered
sn opinion %o the effect that expenditures msde between those two
dates may be given approval by the State Lands Commission as coming
within the purview cf the provisions of Chapter 29, Statutes of
1950, relating to allowsnce of subsidence remedial costs. Countrary
to this opinion of the Attormey General, the Legieslative Counsel
releaged an opinica to tht 2ffsct that the Stste Lande Cosmission
could not give after-the-fact approval of these expenditures.”

UPON MOTION DULY MAIZE AND UNANIMOUSLY CARRIED, IT WAS KESOLVED AS FOLLOWS:

16. (AUTHORIZATION MOR EXTENSION AND INCKRASE OF CONTRACT WITE DIVISION OF
AUDTTS - IC-91 UNTER AMENIMERT 1C-Ola, ¥. O. 2323.) The following report was
presented to the Commission:

"At the Avgust 15, 1956 meeting of the State Lands Commission the
Executive 0fficer was authorized 'to enter into snd execute an
interegsicy contract with Audits Division, Depertment of Finance,
providing for the furnishing of services by said Division in the
development of a program designed to carry out suditing functions
under provisions of Chapter 29, Statutes of 1356, is%t E.S. Said
coatract is to provide for services July 1, 1556 through Octo-
ber 31, 1956 at = cost not to exceed $5,000°'.

"The report received from the Audits Division indicates that the
camplexity of the Long Beach operations will require further audit
services of the Andits Division extending to Jume 30, 1957 at an
estimatad adlitional cost sacunting to $5,000. This amount was
approved at the budget hearing on the Budget Reguest of the State
Lends Division even though it wes not included in the budget re-
quest for current year operstions.”

UPON MOTION DULY MADE AND UNANIMOUSLY CARRIED, IT WAS RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS:
