A brief discussion followed, during which it was brought out that the Commis-
sion under the law was required to sell the land to the first applicant pro-
viding said epplicant wvas willing to meet the high bid, and therefore the
Commission had no discretion in the matter.

The Assessor of Kern County hes assessed contiguous land st $1.75 to $7.75
per acre.

An inspection and sppraisal by s member of the Commission's staff on March 8,
1956 establighes the wvalue or the subject land at an average of $10 per acre,
or a total value of $2,K00

The land was advertised for sale with a stipulation that no offer of less than
$2,400 would be accepted.

Pursusnt to advertising, the spplicetion (5289, Saciwmento Land District,
8.¥.0. 6510) of Helen C. Munkin of Caliemte, Culifcmia, vas received with 2
letter of protest dated Septesber 2k, 1956. Mrs. Rankin made a bid of $3,600
or §15 per acre. Mrs. Rankin's application gtated that the laud is presently
occupied dy herself and that all weter on the land has heretofore been appro-
priated by her family and predecesgors-in-interest for about 100 years. The
inspection by a mesber of the staff does not reveal that there is eny water
upon this parcel of land. Hovmr, the inspection does reveal that the
"Rutherford Knotiy Pine Sewmill” is possibly on the State land, and thst the
oparator of the sawmill placed the mill at that location under the impression
that it was property being leased from the Rankin Estate.

Pursuant to Section 2302(d) of the Rules and Regulations of the State Landa
Commiasion, the first applicant was alloved 20 days from date of opening of
bids (September 27, 1956) within which to sutmit the additional smount to
meet the highest bid received. The firet applicant, Jeanette L. Turpin, met
the high bid within the period specified sbove.

On October 23, Mrs. Rankin, as one ¢ the heirs of Leroy Ramkin and Exccutrix
of the Eatate of Leroy Rankin, deceued, protested the sale of this land to
anyone other then herself, on the basis that the State ownership was brought
to her attention cnly a few weeks agc, and that the parcel for sale is entirely
surrounded by lands of the Rankin ranch. Mrs. Rankin expressed a desire to
appear at the Commnission meeting.

The matter of the sale of this land was referred to the State Lands Cemmission
at its meeting held Rovember 8, 1956 in Sacramento, at which time sction was
taken to defer comsideration or the sale until the next regulsar meeting. This
deferval was for the purpose of allowing Mrs. Rankin to appear personally
before the Commission to present her views. Both Mrs. Rankin and the originel
applicant, Jeanette L. Turpin, have been advised in adwvance of the meeting
date,
