0il and Gas Lease P.R.C. 1466.1, issued August 29, 1955 to the Richfield

il Corporeticn pursuant to competitive public bidding, provides in part
"...the Lessee zhall also maintain a good and sufficient bond in favor of
the State of Caiirornia in e reasonable amount as specified by the State
but not to exceed fifty per cent (50%) of the cost of the filled lands and
auwxiliary structures to guarantee the faithful performence by the Lessee
of the plecement aud maintenance of the filled lands end the removal thereof

at the request of the State upon the expiration or sooner termination of
this Leasge."

Cost estimates under e construction contract which has been awerded for

the erection of & drillsite island under the subject lease at an estimated
cost of $2,680,000, current estimates of the cost of removael of the offshore
island, and estimates of the cost of island maintenance and ultimate removal
of surface equipment and of the "island" have been reviewed by the staff.

In conformance with the policy of the Commission for specificetion of leesse
verformance bonds in a reasoneble amount to assure future compliance with
all lease terms snd conditions, it appears from the aforesaid review that s
performance bond in the amount of $500,000 should be required,

IT IS RECOMMENDED THAT THE COMMISSION AUTHORIZE THE EXECUTIVE OFFICER TO
