Mr. Poore's
application was officially filed on November 9, 1948, and the State in turn
filed sn indemnity selection application with the United States Bureau of
Land Management to select said land on November 15, 1948. The sale price
was established at the time of filing for the reason that such applications
were normally processed through the Bureau of Land Management and title
acquired by the State in a period of one year or less. Under the present
procedure the valuation is required to be established following sllowance of
the State's application by the Bureau of Land Management. Allowance of the

subject application occurred by decision of the Federal Land Office dated
June 13, 1956.
