An offer has teen received from ¥allace C. Bonsall of Pasadéna, California,

87.80 acres in San Bernardino County. This land may be obtained by the
State from the Federal Government through use of base., The applicant made
an offer of %439, or 45 per acre.

The Assessor of San Bernardino County has assessed contiguous land at an
average of $17 per acra.

An inspection and appraisal by a member of the Commission's staff on Hay 3,
1957 establishes the value of the subject land at an average of 470 per acre,
or a total of $6,146. The application was cancelled as the applicant did

not wish to meet the appraised value. The State, however, is proceeding with
acquisition of the land from the United States, subject to future approval
and listing.

The appraisal indicates that said land is not suitable for cultivation with-
out artificial irrigation.

The selection of the subject land is considered to be to the advantage of
the State in that it will assist the State in satisfying the loss to the

School Land Grant and in addition, yollowing sale, will place the land on
the tax rolls of the county in whnich it is situated.

IT IS RECOMMENDED THAT THE COMMISSION DETERMINE THAT IT IS TO THE ADVANTAGE
OF THE STATE TO SELECT THE FEDERAL LAND EMERACED IN LOT 2 OF NWk OF SECTION 7,
T. 10 N., R. I E., S.3.M., CONTAINING 87.80 ACRES IN SAN BERNARDINO COUNTY;

The applicant made an
offer of $800, or $5 per acre.

The Assessor of San Bernardino County hzs assessed contiguous land at
$1.25 per acre.

An inspection and appraisal by a member of the Commission's staff on

Hay 15, 1957 establishes the value of the subject land at $67.50 per acre,
or a total of $10,800. The application was cancelled as the gplicant
failed to meet the appraised value. The State, however, proceeded with
acquisition of the land from the United States and the land was listed
(conveysd) to the State on May 10, 1957.

The appraisal report indicates that said land is not suitable for cultiva-
tion without artificial irrigation.

The seilection of the subject land is considered to t. to the advantage of
the State in that it will assist the State in satisfying the loss to the

School Land Grant and in addition, fellicwing sale, will place the land on
the %ax roils of the cournty in which the land is situated.

IT IS KECOMMENDED THAT THE COMMISSION DETERMINE THAT IT IS TO THE ADVANTAGE

OF THE STATE TO SELECT THE FEDERAL IAND EMBRAULZD IN THE SW§ OF SECTION 25,
