Lease
P.R.C. T09.1 requires an advance annusl rental of $900 which has been paid,
and a royalty of 3¢ per cubic yard for sll sand extracted, together with the
perfomance of a specified minimum of 100 shifts of extraction aqperations
during each year of the texm of the lease. The lessee is interested in con-
tinuation of the lease because of several prospects for future operations,
but feels that the performence of the minimum shift requirements, without
commercial removal of material, would serve no useful purpose. Therefore,
it has been requested that the requirement for extraction operations be
waived for the lease years ending February 13, 1956 and February 13, 1957.
In considerstion of the lack of competition in bidding at the time of the

. lease offer, the annual rentals vhich have been paid, and the fact that no
State lands have been occupied or utilized,
