State Oil and Gas Lease 93 was issued to Caroline C. Spalding November 22, 
I949-under-the-provis±ons-of-Chapter-3031  Statutes of 19212for a period of 
twenty years with preferential rights to renew for successive periods of ten 
years. The lease was assigned to George F. Getty, Inc., and on May 31, 1946 
Pacific Western Oil Corporation, by virtue of agreement of merger with 
George F. Getty, Inc., acquired the lessee's interest. On November 22, 1949 
Oil and Gas Lease 95 was extended and renewed as Lease P.R.C. 423.1 for a 
period of ten years. On April 25, 1956 the name of the Pacific Western Oil 
Corporation was changed to Getty Oil Company.
