(CONSIDERATION OF SUBSIDENCE COST PROJECTS, LONG BEACH (ADDITIONAL COSTS TO 
L.B. W.O. 10,029.) 

On June 13, 1957 (Minute Item 20, pages 3221-32) the Commission approved the 
costs to be expended in the 1957/58 Fiscal Year by the Harbor Department of 
the City of Long Beach, including subsidence remedial work, for the "Pier D" 
Area Project. SubsequeDt to the above-mentioned approval, it developed that 
additional costs will be incurred in the sub-project "Berths 28 . 31 Wharf 
Remedial". The additional costs become necessary because, when the expansion 
joints were exposed, more. daMage due to subsidence was found than had been 
anticipated. 

Accordingly, Long Beach Harbor Department has requested. State participation 
in these costs under the provisions of Chapter 29 of the Statutes of 1956, 
1st E.S. 

This sub-project has received initial staff review- and is considered to 
include some "subsidence costs" as defined in Section l(f) of Chapter 29 
Statutes of 1956, 1St E.S., but not necessarily all of those costs as estimated
