After presentation of Calendar Item 11 sttached, and upon motion duly made
and unanimously carried, the following resolution was adopted:

THE COMMISSION CONDITIONALLY APPROVES THE TOWN IOT AREA PROJECT AS A SUB-
SIDENCE PROJECT AND THE COSTS PROPOSED TO BE EXPENDED THEREUNDER FOR
PROPERTY PURCHASE, UTILITY WORK, AREAL FILL, PONTOON BRIDGE EAST APPROACH
CONSTRUCTION, OIL FACILITY REIOCATING AND RAISING, AND FORCE ACCOUNT
ASSOCTATED WITH THESE ITEMS AS SHOWH ON EXHIBIT "A" ATTACHED, SUBJECT TO
THE CONDITION, HOWEVER, THAT THE AMOUNT, IF ANY, OF SUCH COSTS TO BE ALLOWED

MADE OF THE AMOUNT OF SUBSIDENCE DEDUCTION ULTIMATELY TO BE ALIOWED BY
VIRTUE OF SAID ACQUISITIONS AND SAID WORK; FURTHER, THE CITY OF LONG BEACH
IS NOT AUTHORIZED TO WITHHOLD FROM REVENUES DUE THE STATE ANY PORTIONS OF
THE COSTS OF THE TOWN LOT PROJECT UNTIL COMMISSION APPROVAL HAS BEEN HAD;
FINALLY, THE EXECUTIVE OFFICER OR THE ASSISTANT EXECUTIVE OFFICER OR THE
MINERAL RESOURCES ENGINEER IS AUTHORIZED TO EXECUTE APPROPRIATE WRITTEN
INSTRUMENTS REFLECTING THE COMMISSION'S CONDITIONAL APPROVAL.

The gbove
actions were made on a montly basis rather thaen the 1957-58 Fiscal Year basis
since the Town Lot Project was not processed sufficiently to be proposed in
its entirety and had not been reviewed in all its aspects by the staff. In-
formatlon necessary for the above review had previously been requested from
the long Beach Harbor Department and is being prepared by them,

Since the Town Lot Project is not currently processed sufficiently to be pre-
posed in its eniiirety, the Long Beach Harbor Department has sgein submitted a
request for current expenditures for property purchase, utility work, earth
Till contract costs, pontoon bridge east approach construction, oil facility
relocating and raising, and the force account costs associated with these items.

IT IS FECOMMENDED THAT THE COMMISSION CONDITIONALLY APPROVE THE TOWN LOT AREA
PROJECT AS A SUBSIDENCE PROJECT AND THE COSTS PROPOSED TO BE EXPENDED THERE-
