(VACANT STATE SCHOOL LAND - WITHDRAWAL FROM PUBLIC SALE.)

On Januvary 15, 1958 an application was received from Dalton C. Smith, Jemes
C. Jackson, James T. Smith and A. J. Warkentine to purchase Section 36,

T. 9 N., R. 16 E., and Section 16, T. 9 N., R. 17 E., S.B.M., containing
1,280 acres, and on January 23, 1958 an application was received from
Clerence C. Rikhoff to purchase Section 16, T. 9 N., R. 22 E,, S.B.M., con~
taining 630.05 acres in San Bernerdino County. .

Among other lands, the three sections above de seribed were embraced in a lease
(P.R.C. 12) between the State and the United States during World War IX. The
entire area was used by the Army for bowbing, practice firing and other
military mancuvers which resulted in contamination of certain areas with
unexploded bombs and artillery shells.

In clearing with the United Statés Army concerning decontemination of the three
sections of school land above described, the Los Angeles office of the United
States Army Corps of Engineers under date of April T, 1958 reported that Sec~
tion 16, T. 9 ¥., R. 17 E., and Section 16, T. 9 N.; R. 22 E., S.B.M., have
been cleared only to the extent of safe surface use. The clearance of
possible buried duds has not been completed. In view of this condition, sale
of the land should not be consummated until advice has been received from the
Army that the subsurface has been cleared.
