(SALE OF VACANT FEDERAL LAND, LIEU LAND APPLICATION NO. 5011, SACRAMENTO 
LAND DISTRICT, LAKE COUNTY, RALPH K. DAVIES S.W.O. 5783.) 

An offer has been received from Ralph K. Davies of San Francisco, California, 
to purchase Lots 2 and 3, SEck of NV t, Nak of SWIi of Section 29, T.. 11 N., 
R. 7 W., M.D.N1.1  containing 151.87 acres in Lake County. This land may be 
obtained by the State from the Federal Government under the indemnity selection 
procedure. The applicant made an offer of $759.35, or $5 per acre. 

An ii,spection and appraisal by a member of the Commission's staff on 
September 25, 1957 estdblishes"the value of the subject land at an average of 
$10 per acre, for-a total valise of $1,518.70. The applicant posted the neces-
sary amount to meet the appraised value The appraisal also indicates that 
the land is not suitable for cultivation 'without artificial irrigation. 

The State's application to select the land has been accepted by the Bureau 
of Land Management and the land was listed (conveyed) to the State on March 19, 
1958. 

The selection of the subject land is considered to be to the advantage -of the 
State in that it will assist the State in satisfying the loss 'to the .School 
land Grant and in addition, after sale will place the land on the tax rolls 
of the, county in which it is situated.

swil, of Si}? and NEi cif Mt of Section 27, T. 12 S., R. 2 t., S.B.M., at -$7.50 
per acre, for a total value of $600, for a total combined value of $2,0Q0. 
The applicant deposited the necessary amount to meet the appraised. value. The 
appraisal indicates that the land is not suitable for cultiVation without 
artificia3. irrigation. 

The selection, of 'the Subject land is consideted to be to the advantage: 'of the 
State in that the selection thereOf will assist the State in satisfying the 
loss to the Sch901 Land- Grant. 

The State's application to select the land has been accepted by the Bureau of 
Land. Management, subject to future approval and .listing.
