On June 11, 1958 (Minute Item 21, pages 4107-18), the Commission approved
the costs to be expended in the 1958-59 Fiscal Year by the Harbor Department
of the City of Long Beach, including subsidence remedial worlk, for the

"Pler A" area project. Subsequent to the above-mentioned approval, it de-
veloped that additional unforeseen costs will be incurred by the Harbor
Department. These costs will arise from the coristruction of a pump station
and drein system; for additional cosits over those originally estimated for
construction of Windham Avenue; suad for reconstruction and remedial work on
diversion dikes.

This project has received initial staff review and is considered to include
some "subsidence costs" as defined in Section 1(£) of Chapter 29, Statutes
of 1956, 1st E.S., but not necessarily all of thoce costs as estimated by
the City of long Beach.
