On March ’50 ; 1959, the U. S. Armmy Engmeer District, Los Angeles, issned a
public notice of intention to establish an aree closed to all nonmilitary
navigation, extending three miles from the coastline betwéen Point. Sal and
‘ Point, Conception, Saita Barbara County: The basis for this restriction was
g reported as a._statemens; by the Commandant, Eleventh Naval District, that

- this action 1 necessary in order to carry out the mission of the Pacific
Missile Range; and to reclude delays in miesile launching by reducing the
opportunities of observation of missile preparation by observers at sea and
by interference from cux‘iosity—-seekers in motor boats and coxmnercial fisher-

'l‘he Coxps. of Engineers requested 8 review of the proposal. and ste:tement of
cib:]ec‘bions by 30 April 1959. At theé direction of the Chaimmsn of the State
Lands Commission, a statement of objections was filed on Aprii’ 247; 1959,
based on the contemplated prohibition of any ofl and gas exploration, develop=
ment, and other operaticns under the jurisdiction of the Commission. It was
suggested that consideravion: of adoption of restrictive regulations in the -
subjeét aréa. should be ﬂwi\‘hheld dntil the affected State agencies coufds
véview the bases for a mt‘mny sotisfactory operating program vﬁ:th +he
Commandant of the Elemth Naval District.

future, "by higher authority in Washington." .
