On June 25, 1959 (Minute page 4915) )  the Commission granted to the City 
of Long Beach an extension of 30 days in which to attempt to work out 
with the staff of the Commission and the ,office of the Attorney General 
the problems involved in avoiding litigation concerning the Long Beach 
boundary determination :.finder Chapter 2000/57, subject to the condition 
that a stipulation be prepared to 

Preserve the rights of the State from May 28, 1959; and 

2. provide that revenue from areas in question will not be enc'nnbered 
from now on. 

'Reports on the status of negotiations for, the purpose of arriving at a 
mutually acceptable determinatiOn as to the trust status of certain 
City-held lands)  and the status of preparation of the specified stipula-
tion rill be given by representatives ,otthe City of Long Beach, the 
Attorney General's office and the Commission's staff. 
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
