After consideration of Calendar Item 16 attached, s.nd upon motion duly macIP 
and unanimously carried, the following resolution was adopted-: 

THE EXECUTIVE OFFICER IS AUTHORIZED TO ISSUE A. 49-YEAR EASEMENT TO THE CITY 
OF MORTON FOR A SEWER LINE C1Z3SSING TIDE AND SUBMERGED LANDS OF STOCKTON 
CHANNEL, 16 FEET IN WIDTH AND APPROXIMATELY 437 FEET IN LENGTH, SAID STRIP 	• 
BEING DESCRIBED AS FOLLOWS:
