The 
brtakdown on the cost of the lot shOws $136,900 r,quired for subbase and 

inches 	asphaltUsi coi*rete surfacing, $5,00' for landscaping, *41000 
fot a sprinkler system,. and :$15,900 for lighting standards,  and -equipirerit, 
totaling $160,900.-. 

The cost of constructing the ingress ,and. egress ramps is estimated at 
$75,x,which expense includes extensive dut-and-fill work ;necessary, to 
traverse the high' bluff separating Odean "Boulevard, and the beach. 

The question ';)ts the propriety of the propoted -expenditUre Wad .suWtted 
'to the office- 0f the 'Attorney General. The Attorney -General t ts office 
advised that, in its opinion, the proposed .expenditure for the parking: 
lot area on tideland beaches is for a facility designed to permit the benefi- 
cial. use and. enjoyment of the adjoining 	tideland beach, which 
public-beath 'use is a proper tideland-trust purpOse, State-wide in nature; 
consequently, tideland, oil revenues can properly 'be expended for the, 
purppaes.,hZritt concerned, Ms staff of the State Lands .Division has 
found that the parking lot and ray;, herein involved will be an ,adjtulet 
to public, tideland beaohes, that ttiot estimated costs thereOf are reasonable, 
and. that the proposed project will permit the beneficial us.‘ and enjoyment 
of 17lie public. tideland beadles.
