APPROVAL OF PLAT OF SURVEY FOR H. F. LAURITMS, BIG BREAK, CONTRA COSTA 
COUNTY - W.O. 3209. 

Mr. H. F. Lauritzen is the present owner of lands bordering on the San 
Joaquin River and. on Dutch Slough which were originally sold. in 1876 as 

-Swamp 84 Overflowed Surveys Nos. 52,  53, 54 and. 55. The descriptions are 
called to the bank of the San Joaquin River, but, when check..:21 on the 
-ground, the-described-lines tall about. 350 feet from the present bank of 
the river. An investigation of 1906 and. 1913 maps shows that the width of 
Du-tell Slough in this area has not varied more than about 80 feet in 50 years. 

It is therefore concluded that the original swop and overflowed: surveys 
along the San Joaquin River ,and Dutch Slough were in error. 

The lands of H. F. Lauritzen he.ve been resurveyed and mapped by E. W. Brunton, 
L.S. 2610, as authorized. by Section 7951 of the Public Resources Code, :and 
the map has been Checked by 'the State Lands Di7ision.
