APPROVAL OF MAPS OF STATE IANDS IN SOUTH HUMBOIDT BAY, HUMBOLDT COUNTY -
W.0. 3299.

Assembly concurrent resolutien, Chapter 106/59, requested the State Lands
Commission to detexrmine the ownership and extent of the State-owned tide
and submerged lands in South Humboldt Bey and to report such ownership to
the Legislature not later than the fifth day of the 1960 Budget Session.

The purpose of this request was to have a mep prepared which would designate
the areas of public lands available to the people of the State for clam
digging and oyster cultivation.

Sheets 1 to & of 4 of maps entitled "State lands, South Humboldt Bay,
Humboldt County, California" have been prepared, on which the State-owned
lends are shown. In this determination all {ideland sales were plotted

as described in the original title documents., The final de¢termination of
State-cimed lands considered possible natural changes as shown by the most
recently available locations of the low water line (1955 low water lines
taker. from U.S.C.& G.S. Coast Chart No. 5832).

Although the conveyance descriptions for some patented lands included
channels and deep-water areas, the statutory authority for the sale of
such lands defined the waterward boundary of tideland sales ag the line
of low tide, which resiricts private ownership to lands sbove the natural
mean low-~tide line.

A field check was completed in January 1960 to verify physical features
shown on the subject maps. :
