4,3,e6 acres of tide and submerged lands in the Pacitio Oces4. 

Section 35313.1 of the ,Government code ,provides: "When territory prOppsed 
to be annexed consists wholly or partly,  of tide-or submerged 'land owned by 
the State, the legislative body shall: determine, the value of ouch tide ;Or 
submerged lands for the purpose of this article. For the' purpose of each 
determinatibn, the State, Lands CommiSsiOn shall fix the value ,of tide ,or 
submerged. lands Owntd by the State and. shei4 notify  in writing, the 
legislative body .9f its determination." 

The City of Oxnard,hab requested that. the -Commission .determine and. ,fix 
the value of the tide and., ,,subMerged IandS to 'oe,:annexed., and. nOtify.  the 
City Council of the City ,Oknaild 'of the' determination of such. value'., 
A review of the, location_ and, of, ,cbe potential .utilization of the tide. and 
submerged lands proposed, to be annexed has not ,d4saoSed.' any 'grounds' for' 
recommending, objection by the 'CoMmission to the annexation. An office 
appraiSal of the approximately 4,326 acres of• tide and. subMerged. lands has 
resulted in, an estimated, average of $200 per acre, for a total 'value of 
$865,1260.
