An application has been received from Columbia-Geneva Steel Division of 
United States Steel Corporation of San Francisco for a permit to prospect 
for all minerals other that oil or gas on 150 acres of vacant State school 
land.;  exclusive of existing patented mining claims, in the NEi of Section 
3O, T. 10 N., R. 13 E., S.B.B.& M., San Bernardino County. 

Field reconnaissance and record review by the staff have shown that the 
area for which the application has been made cannot bp classified at this 
time as known to contain commercially valuable mineral. deposits. 

A grazing lease, P.R.C. 2421.2, covering the area applied for, and a pipe-
line easement, P.R.C. 2530.2, included in the area sought by the applicant, 
both contain a reservation to the State of all minerals. 

T)e statutory filing fee of $5 has been paid, and the,  permit fee of $150 
has 'been. deposited by the applicant.
