£ ] The lessee has consistently bid on Bay area projects requiring dry-fill
material, bubt Lo dabe has not been the successful bidder. However, the
lessce proposes Lo continue aggressive bidding to supply material for such
fill projects.

The lessee is interested in continuence of the lease but feels that the
performance of the minimum shift requi:ements without commercial removal of
materisl would serve no useful purpose. Therefore, it has been reguested
that the requirements for extraction operations be weaived for the lease
year ending February 13, 1961.
