APPLICATION FOR DREDGING PERMIT, NAPA RIVER, NAPA COUNTY, LESLIE SALT COMPANY - 
W. O. 3923. 

An application has been received from the Leslie Salt Company, a Delaware 
Corporation, for a permit to dredge in the bed of the Napa River, Napa County, 
The proposed dredging will provide an entrance channel to an existing basin 
used as a barge terminal. An estimated 8500 cubic yards of material will be 
excavated from approxi'lately 1.3 acres in the bed of Napa River. Approxi-
mately 2000 cubic yards of the extracted material will be deposited as a 
facing on the Napa River side of the existing levee, and the balance of the 
material will be deposited on adjacent uplands and levee owned by the 
applicant. (Refer to Exhibits "A" and "B" attached.) 

On October 24, 1951 (Minute Item 20, page 1472), the Commission directed: 

"Where dredging is done at private cost for the specific benefit 
of navigation, or where it is done so as to have concurrent 
benefits to navigation, flood control, and recreational interests, 
a minimum royalty rate of one cent per cubic yard is required. 
In these cases a favorable opinion from the U. S. Corps of 
Ehgineers to the effect that such benefits will result is a 
requisite." 

The Corps of Engineers has issued a Department of the.  Army permit to the 
applicant and has submitted a statement to the effect that the proposed 
dredging operation will be beneficial to navigation. 

The statutory filing fee has been paid by the applicant.
