An offer was received from Frank P. Donshue of Port Angeles, Uashmnton ’

to purchase the EL of NWi of Section 14, T. 31 N., R. 10 W., and S} of

N5 of Section 32, T 33 N., R. 8 W., M. D M., containing a total of 2h0 acres
in Trinity County. The lands may I:'e ohtained by the State from the federal
government under the indemnity selection procedure. The applicant made an
offer of $1,200, or $5 per acre.

The applicant did not desire to proceed with acquisition of the land, and
his application was cancelled at his request prior to the completion of
any appraisal work.

The B of NWi of Section 1%, T. 31 N., R. 10 W., M.D.M., is located
approxmately 21 1/2 miles south of Weaverville. Access to the parcel
is by Highway 299E, approximately 7 miles from Weaverville to Douglas
City Junction; thence 4 miles by State highway, 7 miles by improved road,
and 3»-1/2 miles by uwnimproved road to the northeast corner of the parcel.

The S of the N} of %cction 32, T. 53 N., R. 8 W., M.D.M., is located
approxmately 3.6 3/l+ miles southeast from Weaverville. Access to the
parcel is by 16 miles of paved highway and three-quarter mile of un-
improved rosd to the southwest corner of the parcel, traveling in a
southeast direction from Veaverville.

According to the best information available, the two parcels above
referred to are partially covered with merchantable tixber,

The selection of the subject lands is considered to be to the advantage
of the State in that it will assist the State in sati:fying deficiencies
under the School Land Grant.

The State's application to select the lands has been accepted by the
Bureau of Land Management and the land was listed (conveyed) to the

State on January 6, 1961.
