AGREEMENT
(ARBITRATING AND STIPULATING ORDINARY HIGH WATER MARK
AND INTEREST IN REAL PROPERTY)

THIS AGREEMENT, mede tais day of s, 19 ,» by and
between the STATE OF CALIFORNIA, and PACIFIC GAS AND ELECTRIC COMPANY,

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the State, acting through the State Lands Commission is authorized
by Section 6357 of the Public Resources Code to establish by arbitration the
ordinary high water mark of the swamp, overflowed, marsh, tide, cr submerged
lands of this State, vwhenever it is deemed expedient or necessary, and

WHEREAS, the State, acting through the State lands Commission, pursuant to
Section 6301 of the Public Resources Code, is authorized by virtue of its sov-
ereignty end its inherent powers over tide and submerged lands to stipulate and
agree with private persons and corporations as tc the boundary line between such
lands and vrivately-owned lands; and

WHEREAS, Pacific Gas and Electric Company sppears of record as the owner
of certain lands fronting on the tide and submerged lands along the Sacramento
River in the vicinity of Pittsburg, Contra Coste County, California, and

WHEREAS, the State of California, by virtue of its sovereignty is the owner
of the tide and submerged lands in the Sacramento River in the vicinity of
Pittsburg, Contra Costa County, Californis, and

WHEREAS, the natural boundary between the upland and the tide and submerged
lands has been obliterated as a result of filling, dredging and bulkheed con-
struction, and

WHEREAS, the State Lands Commission and Pacific Gas and Electric Company
consider it expedient and necessary and in the best interests of the public to
vermanently fix and describe the boundary between the lands belonging to Pacific
Gae and Electric Company and tide and submerged lands in the Sacramento River,
and forever set at rest any and all guestions relating to the location of said
boundaery line,

NOW, THEREFORE, in order to describe and establish a common boundary along
the southerly shore of the Secramento River, the parties hereto mutually agree,
for and on brhalf of themselves and their successors in interest, to accept the
following as the true boundary line of the ordinary high water mark:

Beginning at a point on the northeasterly prolongation of the north-
westerly line of the 39.59-acre parcel of land described in the deed
executed by C. A. Hooper & Co. t< Pacific Gas and Electric Company, dated
October 23, 1952, and recorded .n Book 2015 of Official Records at psage
530, records of Coantra Costa Couaty, from which the concrete monument

marking the most southerly corner of said 39.59~acre parcel of land
bears S. 11° 273' W. 1923.39 feet distamt (S. 12° 20 31" W. 1922.82
feet - Lambert); said point of beginning has California coordinates

of X = 1,595,837.08 and Y = 563,614.33 and bears N. 71° 4O 50" E
5584.31 feet - Lambert -~ from State Lands Commission Trisngulation
Station '"West Pitt 1953"; and running thence from said point of
beginning N. 82° 4ot E. 1686.98 feet (N. 87° 35' 00" E. 1686.48 ft. -
Lembert); thence N. 69° 453' E. 1114.1 £t. (N. 70° 38' 27" E. 1113.75
feet - Lambert); thence N. 71° okt E. 527 2 ft, (N. 72° 16' 57" E.
527.03 ft. - Lambert); thence S. 89° L53' B. 1101.2 ft. (8. 88° 52!
32" E. 1100,85 ft. - Lembert); and thence S. 73° 15! E. 664.0 ft.

- Lambert); to the easterly end of said
boundary, which is a poirt un the northeasterly prolongation of the
northwesterly line of Montezuma Avenue, as the same is shown on the
map entitled "Westside Addition No. 3 of the City of Pittsburg", filed
for record in Book 21 of Maps at page S5T%, records of Contra Costa
County (for the purpose of this description the bearing of the north-
westerly line of said Montezuma Averue is tzken as N. 16° 40! E.) from
wvhich a concrete monument merking the most northerly corner of said
Westside Addition No. 3 (said monument being in the northeasterly side
of Cody Street, as shown on said map, distant thereon 96.05 feet north-
westerly from the northwesterly line of said Montecuma Avenue) bears
S. 22° 36! 30" W. 927.8l4 feet distant (S. 23" 277 30" W. 927.57 feet -
Lambert) and which point of ending bears H. 1° u3' 11" E. 447.87 feet -
Lambert - from U.S.C.& G.S. Trianguletion Station "Pittsburg 1932" and
has coordinates of X = 1,600,808.10 and Y = 563,992.36 based on the
California Coordinata System, Zone 3, as are all coordinates, and all
bearings and distances in this description which are designeted Lambert.
Said common boundary is delineated and designated "North Property Line
of P.G.& E." and said Secramento River is shown upon that certain map
prepared by the State Lands Commission entitled "Plat of the North
Property Line of P.G.& E. along the Sacramento River, ViCIHi ty of
Pittsburg, Contra Costa County."
