On June 23, 1960, the Commission conditionelly approved the costs to be
expended by the Herbor Department of the City of Long Beach, including
subsidence remedial work, fcr property purchases in the Town Lot area.
Subsequent to the above stated approval, it developed that additional costs
will be disbursed by the Harbor Department. These costs will cover the
increese in price of purchase of lend from the Mobil 0il Company as further
described in sttached Exhibits A, B, C, and D.

These subprojects have received initial staff review and are considered to
contain some “subsidence costs" as defined in Section 1(f) of Chepter 29,
Statutes of 1958, 1lst E.S., but not necessarily all uf those costs as
estimated by the City of Long Beach.
