(Minute Item 25, pages 6011-6013), authorized the sale of, ewong other lands,
the NE} of NW} of Section 16, ©. 8 S., R. 10 E., S.B.M., suataining 40 acres
in Riverside County, to the Imperial Irrigation District at the marke. value
established by staff sppraisal following the filing of the standard purchase
application, without edvertising for competitive bids.

In accordance with the aforesaid action, an application to purchase was
filed by the Imperial Irrigation District on September 22, 1960, accompanied
by a cash offer of $80, or $2 per scre, for the aforastie land.

A staff appraisel shows that the land is not suitsbls foo cultivation without
artificial irrigation, and establishes its value at 10 per acre, for a total
of $400. The applicant deposited the necessary smount %o meet this value.

The subject parcel uaderiiss the surface of thz Jaiion S22 approximately
2-3/h miles offshore. Its highest and bes: use is for fiocod control purposes.

With respect to the areas involved herein, Attorney Genersl's Opinion
No. 60/15, dated July 14, 1960, recommended thet the foilowing implied-in-law
reservations be =xXpressly stated in the patent:
