An offer was received from Andrew D. Lum of Lancaster, California, to purchase
the Wi of SEY of Section 32, T. 10 N., R. 12 ¥., S.B.M., as shown on official
U. S. plat of survey approved September 19, 1856, containing 80 acres more or
less, in Kern County. The land was listed (conveyed) to the State by the
Bureau of Leond Managenent on July 18, 1961. The applicant made an offer of
$400, or $5 per acre.

A staff gppraisal shows that the land is not suitable for cultivation without
artificial irrigation, and establishes its value at $100 per acre, for a total
of $3,000. The applicant dep sited the nescessary ar wnt to meet this value.

Access to the parcel is via U. S. Highway 6 from Rosamond, which is egproxi-
mately four miles southeast, for two mil-: aid thenee for two miles by public
unimproved rcad. An unimproved dirt rosl sesnders south to north through the
parcel. Terrain is gentle to moderately relling, and would provide good
homesite possibilities on the ridge eareas. FPart of the parcel lies on a small
solitary hill rising frem the desert floor. Vegetative cover consists of
sparse growth of mesquite, desert thornbrush end Joshua trees. There is no
surface water; however, wells Arilled one to two miles north range from 60
to 325 feet for demestic use, and to 450 feet for commercial or industrial
supply. The highest and best use of the parcel would be for fair-to~-good
desert homesites, with recreation a secondary use.

The selection of the subject land is considered to be tc the advantage of the
State in that it will zssist in satisfying deficiencies under the School Land
Grant.
