An offer was received from Jean Elizabeth Day of Portland, Oregon)  to pur- 
chase the SE-k of Ngit of Section 31, T. 4 N., R. 2 W., 	containing 
4o acres in San Bernardino County. The applicant offered $200, or $5 per 
acre. 

A staff appraisal shows that the land is not stitable for cultivation without 
artificial irrigation end establl.shes its value at $125 per acre, for a total 
of 4;5,000. One 21-day extension was granted to the applicant within which 
deposit the required fe:14s. The applicant failed to deposit tae required 
funds within the specified period. 

Access to the parcel is by improved, county-maintained dirt toed to the 
northwest corner of the oarcel. A jeep trail traverses the na,eeel from 
north to south; however, the Si of the parcel is impassable by e,eal.enticad 
drive vehicles. The d'eert community of Apple Valley and State Highway 18 
are 112a- miles, by road)  northwest of the parcel. A. paved road runs 7i 
miles north of the property. Water must be trucked in or piped approximately 
two miles from springs located in the mountains south of the property. Zee 
terrain is gentle to rolling desert ridges and =Iles, with the elevaten 
ranging between 3,920 and 4,160 feet The highest and best lxiv:z of the ;eareel 
would be for hoaesites)  with a secondary use that of recreation. 

The selection of the st4ect land is considered to be to the ad,vantage of the 
State in that it will assist the State in satisfying deficiencies under the 
School Land Gant.
