Consideration of the preposed Annexation No. 2 of epproximately 20,132
acres of tide and submerged laands hy the City of Sen Clemenie was deferred
from the Commission meetings of December 21, 1961, and of January 22, 1962.
At the meeting of February 27, 2502, Special Counsel for the City of Sun
Clemente reguested that the Commi ssion refrein from filing a formal protest
to the ennexation in order to provide the City an opportunity to termi.ate
the sanexation proteedings volunterily. The Commission suthorized the
Executive Officer 1o file a probvest if the San Clemente City Council failed
to act to discontinue the shnéxation proceedings.
