- ment tractor will be used exclusively for beach maintenance work and will be I
5, capable of performing heavy work, including the erection of dikes and barriers
during periods of storms end high tides. We estimate that 88% of the usage Y
N of the proposed tractor will be upon the tideland portion of the beach area. o
v As the use of such tractor will be principally for trust purposes, we believe [
T | that the purchase should be made from the tideland oil revenues with an appro-
ot priate charge to the City for any use of City uplands.™
