APPLICATION FOR PEPMTT TO DEPOSIT APPROXIMATELY 690,000 CUM/C YARDS OF 
BEACH FILL ON TIDE AND SUBMERGED LANDS OF DOHENY BEACH STATE PARK, ORANGE 
COUNTY; U. S. ARMY CORPS OF ENGINEERS - W.O. 5625. 

The Department of the Army, Corps of Engineers, has applied for a permit 
to deposit approximately 690,000 cubic yards of dry fill material on tide 
and submerged lands of Doheny Beach State Park as indicated by the hatch-
ing on Exhibit "A". The material will be trucked into the area from a 
source near Camp Pendleton. 

The project is detigned to replenish the beach area with sand fill for 
use of the public. Consideration for the permit will therefore be the 
public benefit. 

The permit is requested for a six-month period beginning September 1, 1965.

IT IS RECOMMENDED THAT THE COMMISSION AUTHORIZE THE EXECUTIVE OFFICER TO 
ISSUE TO THE U. S. DEPARTMENT OF THE ARMY, CORPS OF ENGINEERS, A PERMIT 
FOR A. PERIOD OF SIX MOT US BEGINNING SEPTEMBER 1, 1965, TO DEPOSIT 
APPROXIMATELY 690,000 CUBIC YARDS OF BEATA FILL ON TIDE AND SUMMED 
LANDS OF DOBENY BEACH STATE PARK IN ORANGE COUNTY, AT THE LOCAT/ON SHOWN 
ON DRAWING NO. 9U-B ON FILE W/TH THE STATE LANDS DIVISION. THE CON-
SIDERATION FOR ISSUANCE OP THE PERMIT IS TO BE THE PUHLIC BENEFIT. 
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
