On October 22, 1964, the Commission made determination that the proposed
expenditure by the City of Long Beach of approximately $1,204,360 from its

 share of tideland o0il revemues for the removal of the existing pier and the

construction of a new Belmont Pier on the Long Beach Tidelands is in accord-
anice and conformance with the provisions of Chapter 138, Statutes of 196k,

1st Extrsordinary Session, said determination being subject to the condition
that the work conform in essentisl details to the plans and background material
previcusly sutmitted. . :

"As advised by the office of the City Attorney in letter dated May 19, 1965,

- preliminary pluns for ihe pruject have aov been coupieted, resudting in

certain structural changes in the basic design and greater detail in the
acecessory buildings and float areas, There are now four plles per bent,
which bents are at sixty-foot spacing, in lieu of two batter piles per bent
at fifteen-foot bent spacing; another basic change occurs in the present;
planning for prestressed concrete stringers, sixty feet long, supporting con-
crete deck panels, in lieu of prestressed "Amdek” decking in fifteen-foot
lengths resting on the caps at the bents yithout supporting stringers. After
review of the background material sulmitted, it is the opinion of the staff
that the cost estimates are yeasonable. The e¢stimate of the cost of the
structure-8s within the emount of the original cost as considered by the
Commission. Refer to Exhibits "4", "B", and "C" for location, descriptions
and changes in the revised planning. :
